THE VILLAGE OF ESTERO, FLORIDA, AMENDING 6 
THE PELICAN SOUND RESIDENTIAL PLANNED 7 
DEVELOPMENT (RPD) ZONING TO ALLOW  8 
RECREATION USES, INCLUDING PICKLEBALL, 9 
IN THE GOLF MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE 10 
AREA ON A 150.23-ACRE PROPERTY ON THE 11 
SOUTH SIDE OF THE ESTERO RIVER, NORTH OF 12 
WILLIAMS ROAD AND WEST OF US 41; 13 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING 14 
FOR CONFLICTS; AND PROVIDING AN 15 
EFFECTIVE DATE. 16

 WHEREAS, Pelican Sound Golf and River Club represented by Eric Long, and 18 
Kenrick Gallander of RWA, Inc. (the “Applicant”) filed an application for a zoning 19 
amendment to the Pelican Sound Residential Planned Development (RPD) for a 20 
150.23-acre property (the “Property”); and 21 
 22 
WHEREAS, the property STRAP number is 32-46-25-E2-00003.10CE and is legally 23 
described in Exhibit A; and 24 
 25 
WHEREAS, at a duly noticed public hearing held on September 13, 2022, the 26 
Planning, Zoning, and Design Board continued the public hearing; and 27 
 28 
WHEREAS, at a continued public hearing held on October 25, 2022, the Planning, 29 
Zoning, and Design Board recommended ________________; and 30 
 31 
WHEREAS, a duly noticed first reading was held before the Village Council on 32 
October 19, 2022; and 33 
 34 
WHEREAS, a duly noticed second reading and public hearing was held before the 35 
Village Council on November 2, 2022 for adoption of the Ordinance; and 36 
 37 
NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Village Council of the Village of Estero, 38 
Florida: 39 
 40 

 Section 1. Zoning Amendment. 41 
 42 

The Village Council approves the zoning amendment of the Residential Planned 43 
Development to allow for recreation uses, including pickleball, on the Golf 44 
Maintenance and Storage Area, subject to the following conditions.    45 
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 Section 2.  Conditions 46 
 47 

1. Master Concept Plan  48 
 49 
Development of this project must be consistent with the Pelican Sound Golf & 50 
River Club, Inc. Master Concept Plan, received April 6, 2022.   51 
 52 

2. Resolution Z-13-003 Amendments 53 
 54 
Zoning Resolution Z-13-003 remains in effect except as amended by this approval 55 
for Pickleball Facilities in the Golf Maintenance and Storage Area.  56 
 57 
The following conditions of approval are amended by strikethrough for deletions 58 
and underline for additions:  59 
 60 
Condition 4. Schedule of Uses 61 
Accessory Uses, buildings & structures: 62 
• Pickleball Facilities 63 
 64 
Condition 15.f.  65 
Recreational facilities, Private on-site to include Pickleball facilities, shall be 66 
allowed within the designated Golf Maintenance and Storage Area tract as depicted 67 
on the approved MCP. Specific to the Pickleball facility, specialized acoustic 68 
material shall be provided on the north and south sides of the fencing, and players 69 
shall utilize equipment designated as “quiet” or “Green Zone” approved.  70 
 71 

3. Noise Mitigation 72 
 73 
The Pickleball Courts within the Golf Maintenance and Storage Area shall have an 74 
eight-foot tall fence and gates installed with 1/8 inch thick sound deadening black 75 
Acoustifence material to ensure that the sound generated by the pickleball facility 76 
does not exceed the maximum of 66 dBA.  The black Acoustifence material will be 77 
made to meet the dimensional standards of the eight-foot fence associated with the 78 
pickleball courts.  Each sound deadening curtain must be made of Industrial, UV 79 
resistant Acoustifence material. 80

4. Hours of Operation 82 
 83 

Hours of operation for the pickleball courts within the Golf Maintenance and 84 
Storage Area are limited to 8 a.m. to dusk. 85

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5. Approved Equipment 91 
 92 
The pickleball paddles approved for use are on a “Green Zone” approved list and 93 
use of these paddles will be administered by the Pelican Sound Golf & River Club.  94 
Use of paddles that are not on the “Green Zone” approved list are prohibited.   95

The approved balls for pickleball play are limited to “Onix Fuze 2”, or similar, to 97 
reduce noise.   98

6. Noise Complaints  100 

 101 
Within 30 days of approval of the Zoning Amendment, the property owner 102 
(currently identified as Pelican Sound Golf & River Club, Inc.) must send a letter 103 
to every owner of record within 750 feet of the Pickleball Facility area.  This letter 104 
must include a designated phone number to be used to register a complaint in the 105 
event they are disturbed by noise related to the pickleball play.  If the contact 106 
information changes in the future, a new letter must be sent out in accordance with 107 
this condition.  A copy of said letter will be provided to the Village of Estero 108 
Director of Community Development for inclusion in the official file for this case. 109 

 110 
If excessive noise complaints are received regarding noise from pickleball play, the 111 
applicant shall have 30 days to submit a noise mitigation plan to the Village staff 112 
for review. 113

7. Lighting 115 
 116 

No lighting of the Pickleball Facilities in the Golf Maintenance and Storage Area 117 
is permitted. 118 

 119 
 Section 3. Deviation 120 
 121 

Deviation from LDC Section 5-205.C.3 is approved to allow 16 paved golf cart spaces, 122 
with one space being handicap accessible, and a bicycle rack installed with a minimum 123 
of 16 bike spaces in lieu of vehicular parking at the pickleball facilities. 124 
 125 
Section 4.  Findings and Conclusions 126 

 127 
Based upon an analysis of the application and the standards for approval in the Land 128 
Development Code, and the conditions of approval, the Council finds and concludes 129 
the application: 130 
 131 
1. Is consistent with and furthers the goals, objective, and policies of the 132 

Comprehensive Plan and all other Village adopted plans. 133 
 134 

2. Is not in conflict with any portion of the LDC. 135 
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3. Addresses a demonstrated community need 136 
 137 

4. Is compatible with existing and proposed uses surrounding the subject land and is 138 
the appropriate zoning district for the land. 139 
 140 

5. Would result in a logical and orderly development pattern. 141 
 142 

6. Would not adversely affect the property values in the area. 143 
 144 

7. Would result in development that is adequately served by public facilities (road, 145 
potable water, wastewater, solid, waster, storm water, schools, parks, police, and 146 
fire and emergency medical facilities. 147 
 148 

8. Would not result in significantly adverse impacts on the natural environment – 149 
including, but not limited to water air, noise, storm water management, wildlife, 150 
vegetation, wetlands, environmentally critical area, and the natural functioning of 151 
the environment. 152 
 153 

9. Is compatible with existing or planned uses in the surrounding area. 154 
 155 

10. The deviation approved: 156 
 157 

a) Will improve the quality of the proposed RPD; 158 
b) Will preserve and promote the general intent of the Land Development Code to 159 

protect the public health, safety, and welfare; 160 
c) Will be compatible with uses on surrounding property; 161 
d) Will not create an undue burden on essential public facilities. 162
