BODY-WORN CAMERAS



BODY-WORN CAMERAS

▪ Equipped on all Falmouth Police Officers since October 2022.

▪ By policy, Officers record all law enforcement encounters 
(with few exceptions).

▪ The department currently maintains over 28 Terabytes of 
recorded digital evidence.

▪ Axon cameras have automatic activation features and provide 
location services to the Falmouth Regional Communications 
Center.

▪ Full shift battery/IP68 rating/30 FPS @ HD/160° FOV lens.

▪ New body-worn cameras have embedded LTE (cellular) 
connection for remote viewing and live-streaming capabilities.



CRUISER CAMERAS (FLEET)



▪ Installed in all Falmouth Police patrol vehicles since January 
2023 (seven Ford Explorers and one pick-up truck).

▪ Two front-facing cameras and one rear passenger camera.

▪ Provides for evidentiary recordings of vehicles in motion, 
scene documentation, weather/road conditions, and 
continuity of custody when persons are arrested, detained, 
and/or transported.

▪ Automatic camera activation features and interoperability 
with body-worn cameras and other Axon technology.

▪ Wireless video offload when in proximity with police 
headquarters' Wi-Fi. 

CRUISER CAMERAS (FLEET)



TASER (LESS-LETHAL) WEAPON



▪ Axon’s Taser has been carried by Falmouth Police Officers 
since 2011.

▪ Taser is a less-lethal weapon option that uses electrical 
current to temporarily incapacitate a subject’s  neuromuscular 
system.

▪ Falmouth PD currently carries the Taser 7, which has two 
preloaded cartridges (standoff & close quarters).

▪ The new Taser 10 has an increased range (45 ft) allowing for 
more time and space to de-escalate situations and features 10 
individually targeted probes for increased accuracy, 
effectiveness, and reliability.

▪ Connects with body-worn cameras and cloud evidence 
management/storage.

▪ Integration with Axon VR for Taser proficiency and use-of-force 
decision-making training scenarios.

TASER (LESS-LETHAL) WEAPON



AUTOMATED LICENSE PLATE READERS (ALPR – OUTPOST)



▪ Falmouth Police currently utilizes two different types of 
Automated License Plate Reader (ALPR) technology:

• Mobile (2023) – Axon Cruiser Cameras (software add-on):
✓ Situational Awareness & Officer Safety

• Fixed/Stationary (2025) – Flock Safety Intersection 
Cameras:
✓ Investigatory & Community Threats

▪ This proposal would terminate our relationship with Flock 
Safety.

▪ Key uses include lost/missing/endangered/suicidal/homicidal 
subjects, wanted persons, stolen vehicles, hit & run crashes, 
organized retail theft & fraud/scam criminal enterprises/gangs.

AUTOMATED LICENSE PLATE READERS



EVIDENCE.COM



▪ All Falmouth Police Department digital evidence is securely 
stored through Axon’s CJIS-compliant cloud storage solution, 
evidence.com.

▪ The Cumberland County District Attorney’s Office recently 
partnered with Axon for its “Axon Justice” software, which 
allows Falmouth PD to electronically share all case files and 
recordings with the local prosecutors.

▪ Falmouth Regional Communications Center and Falmouth 
Police Command Staff utilize Axon FUSUS (Realtime Crime 
Center Mapping) software to locate personnel and assets in 
the field.

▪ Evidence.com also serves as an intermediary on Freedom of 
Information Act (FOIA) requests, providing redaction assistant 
tools to ensure legal compliance and privacy concerns are 
handled appropriately.

AXON AIR (DRONE/UAV)



▪ Falmouth PD’s UAV program was funded through a FEMA 
Homeland Security Grant in the fall of 2025.

▪ The Department has an FAA Part 107 Certified Remote Pilot 
and is developing two additional pilots to operate the UAV.

▪ Falmouth PD’s UAV program is structured to support the 
following usages:
✓ Search and Rescue
✓ Accident Reconstruction
✓ Scene Security/Officer Safety
✓ Falmouth Fire-EMS
✓ Falmouth Emergency Management

▪ UAV evidence integrates into Axon’s Evidence.com for 
retention and management. Live video feeds of UAV flights 
broadcast through the Falmouth Regional Communications 
Center mapping and can be viewed remotely by supervisory 
and Command Staff personnel.
